






 
Frequently Asked Questions 

 
How do we register for the After School Program? Registration for the After School Program can be done in 
the HYP office. Each participant needs a completed registration form on file before they will be admitted in to the 
program. 
 

What do the students do in the program? Students participate in a variety of activities in the ASP. They do 
indoor and outdoor activities in age appropriate groups including crafts, baking, games, sports, science 
experiments and more. 
 

Can the students do their homework in the program? Yes. The students have a chance to do their 
homework when they first arrive in the ASP. The staff is available to assist the students with any questions they 
may have. 
 
Do the students have a snack time? Yes. The ASP provides an afternoon snack for the children at 4:00. Your 
child is allowed to bring his/her own snack if they would like. A snack schedule is available in the HYP office. 
 

What are the ASP hours? Before School care hours are 6:30AM to 7:30AM. After School Program hours are 
from school dismissal until 6:00PM. 
 

What if I am late and come after 6:00pm? HYP closes at 6:00PM.There is a late fee of $1.00 per minute per 
child after 6:00 PM. This late fee is due at the time of pick up to be paid directly to the counselor on duty.  
 

How do I pick up my child? Upon arrival, authorized persons need to come to the HYP office and sign their 
student out on a daily basis. If the child was not previously signed up to be in the ASP for that day, a fee will be 
due at the time of pick-up. 
 

Where will my child put his/her things? Cubbies are available at the ASP for your child’s personal items. The 
cubbies that are to be used will be located outside your child’s ASP room. 
 

What about lost and found? Items that are left will be placed on the lost and found table outside the school 
office. After 2 weeks, any unclaimed items will be donated to food and raiment at Horizon. 
 

What is the procedure for payment?  A payment calendar is required with advance sign up. Calendars with 
payments are due the Wednesday prior to attendance. If a calendar is late or a student is a drop in, then a 
higher rate is applied. Calendars are available in the HYP office and online at www.horizonsd.org/hyp.   
 

Who do we make checks payable to? Please make all checks payable to Horizon Youth Programs or HYP. 
 

Will I receive a bill? No. Payments for days to attended are due at the time the calendars are turned in. If 
the student is a drop in, then the fee for the day is due at the time of pick up. 
 

Do you have a half-hour rate? No. Service and fees based on a daily schedule. 
 

What if my child is not going to attend the program on a given day? There are no refunds or credits for 
days that are signed up for but not attended. 
 

Is the ASP open on no school days and half days? HYP is open on most no school days and teacher in 
service days (minimum days.) On minimum days, drop-ins are allowed. For a NSD, advance signup must be 
completed on or by the Wednesday prior to the No School Day. Drop-ins will not be accepted. 
 

What about during the winter, spring, and summer breaks? HYP offers a variety of day camps during these 
holidays. Pre-registration is required for all camps. For more information please visit our website at 
www.horizonsd.org/hyp.
